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FROM THE PASTOR’S DESK 
 

Happy New Year! I think it is safe to 
say that to a person, we are all glad 
to see 2020 in our rearview mirror. 
With the readiness of a vaccine and 
the access to it becoming 
increasingly available across the 
nation in the coming months, we 
can anticipate that the coming year 
will provide us with a significant 
improvement over the year we 
have just lived through. We all 
thank God for the astounding 
advances in medical science which 
produced these vaccines in record 
time. I can assure you that when our 
turn comes, Mary Jane and I will be 
ready to take the vaccine.   
 
As we started this past year, I had 
hoped 2020 would bring a clarity of 
vision (20/20 vision), to our 
community and to our nation. But 
that was all pre-Covid thinking, 
before any of us could have 
predicted that we would live 
through what Time Magazine 
recently called,ó the worst year 
ever.ó With more than three- 
hundred twenty thousand deaths, 
and more than eighteen million 
cases in our nation, we find ourselves 
deep within a dreadful Covid 
winter.  As of this writing, we at 
WPC have lost 17 members, and 
three friends of the church just this 
past year. To give perspective to 
those numbers during 2019, our 
congregation lost a total of seven 
members to death. Only two of 
those deaths were Covid related. 
Still, Covid has directly impacted 
many other families in the church, 
either by suffering the illness or from 
the deaths of relatives. We have all  
 

 
 

been changed in ways that are 
irrevocable.  
 

At the beginning of a new year, it is 
good for us to ask the question, 
òWhat have we learned from this 
past year?ó It would be 
presumptuous for me to answer 
that for all of you, but I can make 
some observations that have direct 
bearing on our individual and 
community lives. So, I will share with 
you my own list.  
 
¶ In the midst of a global crisis, life 

demands that we be adaptive 
and very flexible. We must learn 
how to reinvent ourselves and 
meet the challenges that 
threaten our existence with 
courage and wisdom. We have 
done that quite well at WPC, 
from the efforts of our worship 
leadership team to find new 
ways throughout the year to 
provide meaningful worship 
remotely. I have also been 
impressed with the adaptability 
of the church committees to 
continue their work unabated. I 
am particularly proud of the 
Session for their strong leadership 
to keep our congregation safe 
and its internal and outreach 
ministries functioning effectively.  

 
¶ Our congregation is resilient and 

strong. Despite losing a record 
number of members to death, 
and going for months without 
being able to be together, we 
have maintained our 
relationships and have met all 
our financial obligations with a  
 
 

 
 
balanced budget. I am 
particularly proud of Jason 
Adams, Laurie Nicholson and the  
Christian Action Committee for 
developing creative ways to 
minister to our children through a  
variety of creative approaches, 
including a homemade stay-at-
home Vacation Bible School 
program, a modified video-
based Wednesday night 
program, an impressive 
confirmation class, an Advent 
devotional resource box for each 
child in the church with a variety 
of activities, and most recently, 
through a video-based Christmas 
play that was months in the 
making. Perhaps one of the 
greatest accomplishments of our 
church has been providing 
parents with the resources and 
confidence to be effective 
advocates for the faith 
development of their own 
children.  
 

¶ I am living proof that you can 
teach an old dog new tricks 
(beside ôroll over and play dead.õ)  
In all my years of ministry I have 
not experienced a more difficult 
year than this past year. How do 
you effectively minster to 
grieving families, members in the 
hospital, or to members isolated 
in the nursing homes when I 
cannot be present in those 
moments? Ninety-seven daily 
devotions, numerous cards and 
notes, countless phone calls and 
phone prayers, and too many 
graveside services with no 
physical contact, even texted 
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prayers are just some of the ways 
that have forced me to think 
about ministry outside my thirty-
five-year-old professional box. I 
have missed the regular 
feedback after sermons or  
personal disclosures and trust 
that have been somewhat 
effective.  
 

¶ Many of us have learned how 
important our community is to 
us, how valuable those hugs are, 
and those private in-person 
conversations with confidants, 
how much we love our church, 
how sacred eating a meal 
together and how meaningful in 
person worship is with our 
people, and how we long for the 
day when we can be back 
together again. 
 

¶ One of the hardest things for me 
as your pastor, has been facing 
the painful thought of saying 
goodbye remotely, in note, on 
the phone or on a TV screen with 
people I have loved, laughed 
and cried with, celebrated and 
mourned with, shared meals 
with, and worshipped and 
prayed with for more than 
thirteen years. I entered the past 
year with big plans to have our 
children, teens, staff, officers and 
member groups over to my 
home to celebrate our lives 
together, but none of that can 
happen now. And so, I had to 
improvise. The Love in a Viral 
Season devotionals, along with 
the òHappy Hour with the 
Keverendó series were attempts 
to share my life and love with 
each of you. (But I am not yet 
ready to say goodbye, I will wait 
to do so later in the month.)  
 

¶ I encourage you to take some 
quiet time at the start of this new 
year to ask yourself, òWhat has 
this past year taught me? What 
strengths have I discovered that I 
didnõt know I possessed? How has 
it changed my perspective on my 
faith and my relationship with 
God and Godõs people? How am 
I a better and stronger person  
 

 
today than I was on January 1, 
2020?ó  
 

All of life is a gift, even, and 
especially the painful parts that we 
would rather experience, but very 
often those moments can be some of 
the best teachers about life and 
faith. God has been with us every 
step of the way and life is the richer  
for it. That has been the case for me 
this past year.   
 
 It remains a joy being church with 
each of you.

I wish for Kevin and Mary Jane a 
time ahead of needed rest; family 
time with Sam, Eleanor and Justin; 
hikes; shared meals;  gardening; 
hearing their favorite music; and 
time just "to be."  Love and blessings 
for both of you as you take the next 
steps of your journey together.  
Thank you for your determination 
that, no matter what, God's Love 
wins.

Stated Session Meeting Minutes 
October 25, 2020 

 
A full copy of the Session Minutes is 
available on the bulletin board across 
from the Office Manager's office.  
Detailed committee reports are also 
available.  Some committee highlights 
will be contained in various parts of this 
report.  However, since Session reports 
are posted in their entirety, information 
in this newsletter is presented in an 
abbreviated format, containing only 
important motions and other pertinent 
information.

Zoom online conference meeting to

Treasurer's Report (Steve Martinat) 
Steve reviewed the Summary of 
Revenues and Expenses for January 1, 
2020 through September 30, 2020.  He 
said that actual revenue, year to date is 
$324,622.  Expenses year to date are 
$382,852 which produces a shortfall of 
$58,230.  After applying the approved 
budget offset of $38,023, the shortfall 
would be $20,207 at the end of 
September. Steve reported that the 
CAM Fund is doing well and the fresh 
produce distribution has a balance of 
$6,600. The produce distribution is 
finished for the year.  Steve then 
answered several questions from elders.   
 
Steve next reported on the status of the 
endowment funds. He reviewed a 
spreadsheet showing the Vanguard and 
New Covenant Funds from December 
31, 2019 to September 30, 2020.  The 
total values on December 31, 2019 was 
$6,123,936.90.  On September 30, 2020 
the value of all funds was $6,195,155.18.  
This total for September 30, 2020 
included $138,933 of withdrawals and 
$13,150 of advisory fees.   
 
Approved Motions (other than 
routine): 
 
Motion:  To allow the task force to 
proceed with the steps to procure a 501 
(c)(3) status for the museum and bring 
back specific recommendations for all 
the incidental issues, such as regarding 
whether to lease part of all of the  

 

property and the artifacts, or sell to the 
new entity. Specific directions regarding 
board composition will be part of the 
next step.  All costs incurred in this 
process would be the responsibility of 
the museum endowment to finance.   
 
Motion:  That Waldensian Presbyterian 
Church accept new members in virtual 
format during COVID-19 restrictions.  
 
Motion:  To approve changing vacation 
and sick leave of staff to be computed 
in hours and not days as it is presently 
computed.  All regular full time 
employees will receive 160 hours 
vacation time and 80 hours sick time 
annually, and all regular part time 
employees will receive 160 hours 
prorated vacation time and 80 hours 
prorated sick time annually.  Sick time 
may accrue up to 80 hours for regular 
full time employees and 80 hours 
prorated for regular part time 
employees 
 
Motion:  That sick time and vacation 
time to be by and through the Financial 
Secretary, and the Financial Secretary 
will standardize the reporting process.     
 
Motion :  To approve the framework for 
the Transitional Pastor work schedule.  
 
Motion:  That Session approve a 
Christmas Eve Service, and that the 
format be a service that our minister 
and Worship Committee deem safe for 
all involved. 
 
Motion:  To cancel the Christmas Scene 
for 2020 due to COVID-19. 
 
Other News 
Kevin gave a brief review of the Museum 
Task Force report and stated that the 
members of the Task Force were Frank 
Grill, John Heilman, David Fletcher, Bart 
Bounous, Jim Rostan, Mark Rostan, 
Steve Martinat, and Steve Demiter, with 
Kevin being a Convener/Moderator 
(non-voting) member of the committee.
